SA 

competed against teams from New Zealand and 

Australia and finished 13th overall.  This equalled last 

year’s result and although disappointing it was a 

good learning experience for a fairly young and 

inexperienced team.  The teams’ event however, 

was marred by the contagious Norovirus.  This virus 

caused fever, vomiting and stomach aches and spread throughout the tournament 

affecting many players and officials.  The source of the virus was contaminated food 

served at the Welcome Dinner and resulted in many match cancellations and 

delays.
